• South Bay is looking to rebound after falling to Agua Caliente in the final seconds on Monday night, 109-106.
• South Bay (19-11) currently sits as the three-seed in the Western Conference.
• With a win on Friday, South Bay clinched a playoff berth for the first time since the 2017-18 season.
• The top two teams with the highest winning percentage in each conference earn a first-round bye, and the top four teams in each con-
ference guarantee themselves a home playoff game. 
• The playoffs will begin on April 5, 2022, with a single-elimination format until the NBA G League Finals, which is a best-of-three series 
played in the participating teams’ home arenas.
• This is the second meeting of South Bay and Sioux Falls in 2021-22 (SBL won on 1/18, 117-113).
• The South Bay Lakers acquired 11-year NBA veteran guard Darren Collison on March 24th. The acquisition marks Collison’s second stint 
with the Lakers organization this season after signing a 10-day hardship exemption contract with the Los Angeles Lakers on December 
24, 2021. He made his South Bay debut on March 25th vs. Austin and dropped 12 points off the bench. 
• Collison made his first start for the South Bay Lakers on Sunday night, recording 20 points, six rebounds and six assists.
• Lakers two-way guard Mason Jones is averaging 25.7 points per game, which ranks fourth in the G League. He has eight double-doubles 
this year and was named NBA G League Player of the Month for January.
• South Bay center Jay Huff ranks second in the G League in blocks per game with 2.5.
• Mac McClung ranks fifth in the G League in assists per game with 7.8.
• South Bay has a 12-4 record on the road in the regular season.
• Nate Pierre-Louis ranks second in the G League in steal/turnover ratio (1.7). He is a top candidate for G League Defensive Player of the 
Year.
• Andre Ingram is currently the all-time G League leader in regular season games (471) and three-pointers made (843).
• The Los Angeles Lakers signed forward Wenyen Gabriel to a two-way contract on March 1, 2022. In a related move, the team waived 
Sekou Doumbouya.
• McClung had his first career triple-double on 2/3 vs. SLC, posting 29 points, 11 rebounds and 12 assists in 39 minutes. This was the 
first triple-double for a South Bay player since 2/9/18 vs. Northern Arizona - Scott Machado (16 pts, 10 reb, 17 ast). McClung almost had 
another triple-double on 2/4 vs. SLC, posting 29 points, 10 assists and nine rebounds.
• Tremont Waters made his South Bay Lakers debut on February 26, 2022 after being acquired via trade from Wisconsin. South Bay 
acquired Waters and a second round pick in the 2022 NBA G League Draft (via Agua Caliente) in exchange for Frank Mason III and South 
Bay's first round pick in the 2022 NBA G League Draft.

HEAD COACH MILES SIMON
Miles Simon is the ninth head coach in franchise history and will continue to serve as an assistant coach with 
the Los Angeles Lakers in 2021-22. Simon joins the South Bay organization after spending four seasons as 
an assistant coach with Los Angeles, having been a member of the 2020 NBA Championship staff under Head 
Coach Frank Vogel. Simon has twice led the charge for the Lakers summer league teams, leading the team to 
a championship game berth for the second consecutive summer in 2018 after taking home the 2017 Las Vegas 
Summer League title as an assistant on the staff. Since joining the Lakers, Simon has at times been responsible 
for the pre-draft workout process and has assisted with the offseason development programs for current Lakers 
players.

Simon first joined the Lakers organization after serving as head coach of the 2017 USA Junior National Select 
Team for the Nike Hoops Summit, leading the USA to a victory over the World Select Team. Simon won gold 
medals as an assistant for the 2016 USA Men’s U17 World Championship Team, as well as the 2015 USA Men’s 
U16 National Team. In addition to his work with USA Basketball, Simon has also served as a college basketball 
analyst for ESPN.

The Arizona alumnus was the 1997 NCAA Tournament Most Outstanding Player after leading the Wildcats to 
a National Championship as a junior. Upon graduation, Simon played one season for the Orlando Magic before 
spending time overseas and in the CBA. After his playing career, Simon spent three seasons (2005-08) as an 
assistant coach at Arizona on Lute Olson’s staff.
